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AN ACT relating to a monument honoring Frederick Moore Vinson, and making an appropriation therefor.

WHEREAS, Frederick Moore Vinson was committed to and protected our national Constitution as the first and only Kentuckian to serve as Chief Justice of the United States Supreme Court; and

WHEREAS, this Louisa, Kentucky native proudly served his country in many capacities, beginning in 1918, when he entered the United States Army; and

WHEREAS, Frederick Moore Vinson was a major economic figure in this country and the world who, as Secretary of the United States Treasury

, helped establish the International Monetary Fund; and

WHEREAS, Frederick Moore Vinson earned a reputation as one of Kentucky's most well-respected and distinguished Congressmen during his twelve (12) years in the United States House of Representatives; and

WHEREAS, Frederick Moore Vinson's life was a testament to the tremendous talent found in the mountains of Eastern Kentucky and to this gentleman's passion to serve his home, his Commonwealth, his country, and, above all, his fellow man;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Finance and Administration Cabinet and the Historic Properties Advisory Commission shall take the necessary steps to commission and erect in the Kentucky State Capitol a monument in honor of former United States Chief Justice Frederick Moore Vinson.

Section 2.   There is appropriated to the Finance and Administration Cabinet in fiscal year 1998-99, the General Fund amount of $50,000 and a matching amount of $50,000 in other funds from private sources to implement Section 1 of this Act. Notwithstanding KRS 45.229, the appropriations for fiscal year 1998-99 shall not lapse but shall be carried forward into fiscal year 1999-2000.
