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AN ACT proposing an amendment to Section 46 of the Constitution of Kentucky relating to the consideration of legislation.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   It is proposed that Section 46 of the Constitution of Kentucky be amended to read as follows:


No bill shall be considered for final passage unless the same has been reported by a committee and printed for the use of the members. Every bill shall be read at length on three different days in each House, but the second and third readings may be dispensed with by a majority of all the members elected to the House in which the bill is pending. But whenever a committee refuses or fails to report a bill submitted to it in a reasonable time, the same may be called up by any member, and be considered in the same manner it would have been considered if it had been reported. No bill shall become a law unless, on its final passage, it receives the votes of at least two-fifths of the members elected to each House, and a majority of the members voting, the vote to be taken by yeas and nays and entered in the journal: Provided, Any act or resolution for the appropriation of money or the creation of debt shall, on its final passage, receive the votes of a majority of all the members elected to each House. A member of the House or Senate who is unable to attend daily legislative proceedings during a regular or extraordinary session of the General Assembly because of a physician-certified temporary physical condition may participate in legislative proceedings by means of a video conference link with the General Assembly in a manner prescribed by the rules of each chamber, and, while participating in legislative proceedings by video conference link, shall be counted as being present, shall be allowed to make motions, and shall be allowed to vote on bills under consideration.
Section 2.   This amendment shall be submitted to the voters of the Commonwealth for their ratification or rejection at the time and in the manner provided for under Sections 256 and 257 of the Constitution and under KRS 118.415.
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
