On page 1, after the enacting clause and before line 1, by inserting the following:

"WHEREAS, the Kentucky Veterans are of utmost importance to the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the state employees of the Commonwealth wish to recognize the efforts of the Veterans by observing the eleventh day of November as a statutory holiday; and

WHEREAS, the financial impact on the Commonwealth to add the observance of Veterans Day as a statutory holiday is estimated at four million dollars ($4,000,000) per year; and

WHEREAS, state employees do not wish to sacrifice their extra day off in conjunction with the first of January;"; and

By deleting all language from page 1, line 1, to page 1, line 21, and inserting in lieu thereof the following:

"Section 1. The Department of Personnel shall conduct a survey of all state employees and propose recommendations as to potential additions or changes to employee statutory holidays. The Department of Personnel shall report its recommendations before the Interim Joint Committee on State Government no later than its November 1998 interim meeting."
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
