MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of SB 332/GA is to direct educators provide an environment that permits citizens to be prepared for the challenges of the twenty-first century; specify certain factors the to be included in the school environment; require the Department of Education to promulgate administrative regulations relating to the Kentucky Consolidated Planning process regarding data collection and analysis instrument to be used to measure and analyze the compliance with the school environment factors; specify minimum components of the analysis instrument; require administrative regulations to be promulgated by September 1, 1998; require school districts to collect and analyze data relating to compliance with provisions of the Act; require an action plan to be created as a part of the Consolidated Planning process; require timelines to be established to improve the district's environment; require the Department of Education to monitor the implementation of the action plan; require data to be collected and analyzed by January 1, 1999; require annual reporting to the Department of Education; require the notification if report is not filed; identify agencies to be notified; require notification by November 1; require local boards of education to file policies relating to the districts' action plans; require school councils to adopt a policy regarding procedures for implementing the action plan; require school councils to develop an action plan; require school boards to adopt a policy implemented by the school council regarding procedures to evaluate the principal's administration of the action plan; require the State Board of Education to promulgate administrative regulations regarding the establishment of a school report card; require components of the school report card to communicate to parents and the public regarding the school's performance; require report card to be sent to parents and published in the newspaper having the largest circulation in district's county; specify minimum components of the report card; delete the requirement to publish an annual district performance report.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:   SB 332/GA creates a new section of KRS Chapter 158; and amends KRS 160.340, KRS 160.345, and KRS 158.6453 to provide for the measure's purpose. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  Pursuant to information provided by officials in the Department of Education, SB 332/GA may have a minimal fiscal impact upon the Department of Education but any costs incurred can be absorbed within existing resources.  Therefore, no additional funding is required to support the provisions of SB 332/Ga.
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
