FISCAL EXPLANATION:  It is not known how much will be collected/held each year in third-party moneys, therefore, the actual fiscal impact of this legislation is indeterminable.  However, assuming the "Bail Bonds Held" fee category is the fee category that would be defined as third-party moneys under the provisions of this Act, and assuming approximately $41.2 million will be collected in this category in each year of the biennium, based on average fees collected over the last three fiscal years, approximately $2.0 million dollars in estimated annual revenues could be generated from this legislation.
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
