PURPOSE/MECHANICS


The bill allows police officers of cities of the sixth class to have the same powers as other police officers employed in cities of the first to fifth classes, if the chief and all members of the force meet the provisions of KRS 95.951 and 95.955.  Currently, police officers from sixth class cities may only exercise their powers of arrest "only within the corporate boundaries of the city."  Compliance with KRS 95.951 and 95.955 will permit the officers to exercise the same powers of arrest as sheriffs, i.e., arrests may be made throughout the county, and in some cases, statewide.

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST



The impact of this bill is indeterminable.  The bill will add no further cost to cities of the sixth class.  Peace officers of this class of city are already covered by the training requirements of KRS 95.951 to KRS 95.955.  Police officers from these cities must already participate in this training.  The bill will not add any training requirements for police of cities of the sixth class.  


There may be an non-financial opportunity cost attached to this bill.  Those contacted in the course of this research pointed out that if city police are enforcing Kentucky law in the county-at-large, then they may not be available for city law enforcement.  
Larry Gaines, of the Kentucky Association Chiefs of Police believes that this will be a minimal problem; as it is his belief that governing bodies of cities of the sixth class will not authorize their police officers to undertake county-wide enforcement activities.
