PURPOSE/MECHANICS


This bill allows veterans or those who have retired from the following organizations after 20 years of service to apply and receive a special license plate.  The bill will apply to retirees from the United States Army, Navy, Air Force, Coast Guard, Marine Corps, Public Health Service, or the National Oceanographic and Atmospheric Administration.  There is a $25 initial fee for this license plate.  Of this $25, $15 of it shall go to the Department of Veterans Affairs and $10 shall go to the Road Fund.  There shall be  an annual $12 renewal fee.  This shall go to the road fund.

	ESTIMATED COST



The impact of this bill is indeterminable, but ought to be net cost.  The bill creates a larger pool of people eligible for this type of license plate.  This will probably mean that more people will apply for a license of this type.  There is no reference to the standard $3 "clerk's fee."  This bill imposes some extra burden upon the county clerk without a compensating increase in fees. It is impossible to know how many more applications for a license of this type will be generated, but it will probably generate some extra applications and work for county clerks.  Therefore, it is impossible to know exactly how much of a cost it will impose upon county clerk's, but it ought to generate some.
