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AN ACT relating to pets in nursing homes.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 216 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Any long-term care facility may harbor and maintain pets, including dogs, cats, birds, and fish, for the purpose of improving the quality of life of the residents therein. The presence of pets shall not in and of itself constitute a violation or deficiency or subject the facility to citation or other penalty pursuant to KRS 216.555, KRS 216.557, or KRS 216.560.
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
