Summary of Legislation:  

	Adds a new section to KRS 237 that if a minor gains access to a firearm without permission the person who stores or leaves, on premises under his or her control, a loaded firearm, will be guilty of class A misdemeanor.  It also states that any retail seller shall post specified warning and deliver to each buyer a specified warning pursuant to KRS 237 section 1.  Violation of  the specified posting and warning procedures shall result in a class B misdemeanor.
