PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill places restrictions on the type of zoning regulations that local governments may create.  In particular, subsection (6) of Section 2 mandates that a detailed report, reviewing current zoning and land use laws and regulations in respect to the new law, be completed by all local governments for the public record.  This will have a limited financial impact, but will cost materials and time.

	FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
	ESTIMATED COST



The fiscal impact on local government in this mandate is indeterminable.  All cities, counties, urban counties, and charter counties, that are affected by this bill will have two years to review their respective zoning ordinances and land use regulations.  At the end of this time local governments will be required to file a report stating whether or not they are in compliance with the act, and a detailed statement of how they propose to bring their specific regulations and ordinances into compliance if they do not conform.
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
