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AN ACT relating to scenic highways.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 177 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

As used in Section 2 of this Act:
(1)
"Landowner" means a person who holds legal or equitable title to land adjoining a scenic highway or byway and determined as follows:

(a)
By being a person, governmental entity, or private corporation whose name appears on the recorded deed to the land;

(b)
By holding title to the land derived through a probated will;

(c)
By holding title to the land derived from a will that has not been probated, in cases where the person is serving as executor for the deceased landowner;

(d)
By laws of descent and distribution under KRS Chapter 391;

(e)
By serving as the guardian, conservator, or having the power of attorney for a minor or person who had been adjudicated to be mentally disabled; or 

(f)
By serving as the trustee of land held in a trust.

(2)
"Scenic highway or byway" means a road or a segment of a road that has been officially declared to be a scenic highway or byway by the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet because the road or road segment has views of aesthetic, cultural, or archaeological value that the cabinet intends to preserve, restore, protect, or enhance.
SECTION 2.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 177 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Before the Transportation Cabinet initiates any type of work, including routine maintenance, on a scenic highway or byway the cabinet shall conduct a public hearing to ascertain the opinions of the landowners adjoining the scenic highway or byway on the road work proposed by the cabinet. The hearing shall be held at least sixty (60) days before to the cabinet initiates the work. The cabinet shall notify each landowner at least two (2) times in writing by first class mail of the time and date of the public hearing. The cabinet shall also advertise the public hearing in a newspaper that meets the requirements of KRS 424.120 no less than two (2) times prior to the date of the hearing. The last notice shall be published no fewer than seven (7) nor more than fourteen (14) days prior to the date of the public hearing.
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
