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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION directing the Interim Joint Committee on Education to study the possibility of providing all-day kindergarten programs.

WHEREAS, research has shown that early childhood education reduces the number of youths who drop out of school, are incarcerated, become pregnant, and become welfare recipients; and

WHEREAS, early childhood education can help improve a child's intellectual and social performance in school and ultimately can help children achieve greater school success and possibly greater socioeconomic success and social responsibility; and

WHEREAS, in today's society where so many youngsters live in a home where both parents are employed, early childhood education provides a stimulating environment for children to learn and grow both academically and socially;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the House of Representatives concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Interim Joint Committee on Education shall study the feasability of mandating that school districts provide all-day kindergarten, including the effects that the program will have on the early education of students and the resources necessary to provide the program. By September 1, 1999, the Committee shall report to the Legislative Research Commission its findings and recommendations for developing a plan for implementing all-day kindergarten and how it affects individual students, families, and schools within the state of Kentucky.

Section 2.   Staff services to be utilized in completing this study are estimated to cost $15,000. These staff services shall be provided from the regular Commission budget and are subject to the limitations and other research responsibilities of the Commission.
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
