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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of the fiftieth anniversary of the Kentucky State Police.

WHEREAS, as established by actions of the Kentucky General Assembly and the late Governor Earle C. Clements on March 5, 1948, the Kentucky State Police have maintained the highest standards of excellence and have evolved into the Commonwealth's premier law enforcement institution; and

WHEREAS, in the fifty years since the organization's founding, the dedication, goodwill, and professionalism of Kentucky State Police troopers, officers, and employees have promoted and ensured peace and stability within the Commonwealth's borders; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky State Police have earned the affection and respect of all Kentuckians through the diligent and conscientious performance of their sworn missions: to deter criminal activity; to seek and arrest offenders of the law; to enhance traffic safety; to deter motor vehicle crashes; to enforce vehicle licensing and registration statutes; to maximize compliance with state laws and administrative rules; to provide support services and meet law enforcement and emergency needs; and to provide twenty-four hour services to the citizens of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the reassuring presence of the Kentucky State Police greatly augments the safety, dignity, and piece of mind enjoyed by Kentucky residents and visitors in their travels, property, and persons; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky State Police have become one of the Commonwealth's principle advocates and educators on matters relating to traffic safety, crime, and drug abuse prevention; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky State Police researchers and investigators continue to demonstrate the highest degree of professional ability and technical acumen in the exercise of their investigative responsibilities and in their understanding of the forensic sciences; and

WHEREAS, since 1948, twenty-three fine and honorable members of the Kentucky State Police have paid the ultimate price in defense of the rights and liberties of the citizens of this Commonwealth, just as all Kentucky State Police troopers, administrators, and staffers have placed their lives on the line and sacrificed of their personal time, safety, and talents to uphold the laws and values of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky State Police remain the Commonwealth's true "thin gray line"; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate hereby pays tribute and extends its sincere gratitude to the Kentucky State Police for fifty years of outstanding and meritorious service. The professionalism, courtesy, and excellence demonstrated by the members of the Kentucky State Police in performance of their momentous duties are truly worthy of the highest praise the people of Kentucky can bestow. The appreciation, recognition, and admiration of the Senate and the citizens of the Commonwealth are extended to the Kentucky State Police as the organization embarks upon its next fifty years of duty, honor, and citizenship.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, March 5, 1998, it does so in honor of the fiftieth anniversary of the Kentucky State Police.
