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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Health Kentucky, Inc., as the recipient of the 1998 Monroe E. Trout Premier Cares Award.

WHEREAS, Health Kentucky, Inc., sponsors the Kentucky Physicians Care network that provides no cost health care services to uninsured Kentuckians with incomes below the federal poverty level; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky Physicians Care network has provided approximately 300,000 patient and physician contacts estimated at $3.7 million, and the total estimate for the physician, dental and pharmaceutical services donated since 1985 is $5.1 million; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky Physicians Care network has been so successful that three other states, including South Carolina, Georgia, and Arkansas have replicated "Kentucky's model" statewide, while 45 other projects in 26 states have used the model; and

WHEREAS, Health Kentucky, Inc., was presented the 1998 Monroe E. Trout Premier Cares Award on February 5, 1998 during Premier's annual Governance Education Conference in Orlando, Florida, and with this award, Health Kentucky, Inc., received a $50,000 cash prize;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body is proud to recognize Health Kentucky, Inc., as the recipient of the 1998 Monroe E. Trout Premier Cares Award, and we salute Health Kentucky, Inc., for their success in providing health care access to Kentucky's medically underserved.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Health Kentucky, Inc.
