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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of sculptor Ed Hamilton.

WHEREAS, Ed Hamilton, a resident of Louisville, Jefferson County, Kentucky, graduated from Shawnee High School in 1965, and the Louisville School of Art in 1969; and

WHEREAS, Ed Hamilton is a nationally acclaimed sculptor who has completed several commissioned public works, among which are Risen Christ (1994) in St. Margaret Mary's Catholic Church in Louisville; Amistad Memorial (1992) in New Haven, Connecticut; Joe Louis (1987) in Cobo Hall, Detroit, Michigan; and Smoketown Monument in Louisville; and

WHEREAS, he is currently working on a Whitney M. Young life size bronze for Kentucky State University in Frankfort, and a Lois Morris life size bronze portrait bust for the Shawnee Branch Library in Louisville; and his African-American Civil War Memorial will be unveiled in Washington, D.C. this summer; and

WHEREAS, Ed Hamilton is the recipient of numerous awards, including the 1997 Kentucky Governor's Award and the 1990 Black Achiever Award; he is listed in Who's Who Among African Americans, and is also listed in Outstanding Young Men in America; and

WHEREAS, Ed Hamilton's professional accomplishments include being the designer of the Black Achiever's Award; the designer of the Isaac Murphy Award for Churchill Downs, and the designer of the Canaan Community Development Corporation "Lift Award," given annually; and he has many works displayed in public and private collections;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate is proud and honored to recognize Ed Hamilton for his sculptural genius. He has made a deep impression upon the hearts of many Louisvillians and Kentuckians through his excellent design creations and lasting memorials, and we wish him success in all future endeavors.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Ed Hamilton.
