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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Bernard Guarnieri.

WHEREAS, Bernard Guarnieri was born on April 8, 1932, a native of Chicago, Illinois, and a longtime resident of Frankfort, Franklin County, Kentucky, and traversed these earthly bounds on March 23, 1997; and

WHEREAS, Bernard Guarnieri was the adored son of Mary Grace Guarnieri and the late Albert Guarnieri; he was the devoted husband of Marion Guarnieri; and he was the loving father of six sons, Richard, John, James, David, and Steven Guarnieri, all of Frankfort; and Robert Guarnieri of Louisville; and three daughters, Ann Rose of Frankfort, Dr. Lynn Price of Lexington, and Mary Francis Falk of Chicago, Illinois; and he was the proud grandfather of six grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Bernard Guarnieri served his country with distinction in the United States Army in Korea as a member of the 630th Engineers Light Equipment Company; and he was the recipient of the United Nations Service Medal, the Korean Service Ribbon with 1 Bronze Service Star, two Overseas Bars, and the National Defense Service Medal; and

WHEREAS, Bernard Guarnieri graduated from Kentucky State University with an undergraduate degree in industrial technology and a masters degree in public administration; in 1967, he moved from Chicago, Illinois to Frankfort, Kentucky to establish the sales division for the Central Screw Company; and he was also a loyal employee of the Department for Medicaid Services for thirteen years where he provided leadership as a branch manager, and he served as head of the very successful and nationally recognized Kenpac program; and

WHEREAS, Bernard Guarnieri was a devout member of the Church of the Good Shepherd where he served as an usher and lector, and he worked with the parish youth as a basketball coach for several years; and

WHEREAS, Bernard Guarnieri was an esteemed member of the Franklin County community where he contributed countless hours of his time coaching the Frankfort area youth baseball and basketball in the city and in the YMCA leagues; he coached four all-star teams, three of which played in the state tournament; he was an active member of the Franklin County High School baseball boosters where he served as an officer, he worked in the concession stand, he helped in raising money to upgrade the team's facilities and to purchase new uniforms and equipment; and he served as the team's public address announcer and operated the scoreboard during games; and

WHEREAS, Bernard Guarnieri will best be remembered as a good and decent man, and for his kindness and generosity; his passing has left a void that will be difficult to fill, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Bernard Guarnieri, and extends to his family and many friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
