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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Senator John A. "Eck" Rose for his many valuable years of service to the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, Senator John A. "Eck" Rose has admirably served the people of the 28th Senatorial District, consisting of Bath, Clark, Estill, Fleming, Montgomery, and Powell Counties, since 1978; and

WHEREAS, Senator John A. "Eck" Rose has ably served the Senate as Assistant President Pro Tem (1985-86), as President Pro Tem (1987-92), and as President (1993-1996); and

WHEREAS, the honorable Senator has meritoriously served the people of the Commonwealth by serving as Co-Chairman of the Education Reform Task Force, Co-Chairman of the Health Care Reform Task Force, Co-Chairman of the Legislative Research Commission, and Chairman of the Transportation Committee, and by serving on the  Coal Revenue Allocation Task Force, Committee on Committees, Elections and Constitutional Amendments Task Force, Highway Needs Study Task Force, Kentucky River Task Force, Appropriations and Revenue Committee, Health and Welfare Committee, Transportation Committee, Rules Committee, State Government Committee, Local Government Committee, Subcommittee on Administrative Regulations-Transportation, Subcommittee on Highways and Traffic Safety, Subcommittee on Oversight of Highway Construction, Personal Service Contract Review Subcommittee, and Subcommittee on Personnel; and

WHEREAS, Senator John A. "Eck" Rose's family, consisting of his wife Jill Hall Rose, who is expecting their first child in May, three daughters, and two grandchildren, are most proud of his accomplishments as a family man, Legislator, auctioneer, and farmer; and

WHEREAS, Senator John A. "Eck" Rose graduated from Eastern Kentucky University with a bachelor of science degree in mathematics, and Senator Rose was honored with the Eastern Kentucky Distinguished Alumni Award in 1987; and

WHEREAS, the Clark County Chamber of Commerce honored Senator John A. "Eck" Rose with the Clark County Chamber of Commerce Citizen of the Year Award in 1988;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate recognizes John A. "Eck" Rose for his generous public service and commitment both to the Senate and to the General Assembly as a whole.
