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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Mildred "Millie" Lockhart Dickinson.

With deepest respect, we pay homage and tribute to Mildred "Millie" Lockhart Dickinson.

WHEREAS, Millie Dickinson, who was born on March 27, 1913, a native of Honaker, Virginia, and longtime resident of Somerset, Kentucky, traversed these earthly bounds on December 26, 1997; and

WHEREAS, Millie Dickinson was the loving daughter of Dr. John Lockhart and Minnie Settle Lockhart, who preceded her in death; and

WHEREAS, Millie Dickinson was the devoted wife of the late James H. Dickinson; she was the adored mother of two sons, James Dickinson and John Rankin, and one daughter, Bobbie Lee Wilson; and she was the proud grandmother of three grandchildren and three great-grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Millie Dickinson attended the College of William and Mary and George Washington University, after which time she taught distributive education at Honaker High School in Honaker, Virginia; and

WHEREAS, Millie Dickinson was actively involved in the Democratic Party and she held the title of president of the Kentucky Democratic Women's Club from 1968 to 1972; and she was the recipient of the esteemed Anne Shanks Bourne Award, the highest award the club bestows; and

WHEREAS, Millie Dickinson was recognized as an outstanding member of the Pulaski County community where she helped establish the Burnside Branch of the Somerset-Pulaski County Library; and she devoted countless hours and was influential in lobbying for living wills and the placement of signs warning motorists of upcoming bus stops; and

WHEREAS, Millie Dickinson will best be remembered and admired for her contribution as a pioneer for Kentucky talk shows, helping to pave the way with her successful AM-1480 "Here's Millie" radio show that was broadcast from 1959 to 1984, a program that focused on women's issues; and through the years, she interviewed many prominent women; and

WHEREAS, Millie Dickinson was a devout member of St. Patrick Episcopal Church; and she was a member of the Kentucky Bicentennial Commission and Kentucky's Film Commission; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Millie Dickinson has left a void that will be difficult to fill, and all who knew and admired her will grieve over their loss, and she is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Millie Dickinson, and extends to her family its most heartfelt sympathy.
