WHEREAS, the church has been located in its current building since 1949; and

WHEREAS, unfortunately, much of the early church history has been lost because older members have since passed away; and

WHEREAS, under the guidance and leadership of Reverend Warren H. Dolphus, the church will continue to thrive in this rebuilding stage; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of Manchester, Kentucky have had the benefit of a solid church background since the inception of St. Paul African Methodist Episcopal Church;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate of the General Assembly congratulates St. Paul African Methodist Episcopal Church for 100 years of service to the community.

Section 2.   This honorable body extends best wishes to Reverend Warren H. Dolphus for any future endeavors upon which he and his congregation may embark.

Section 3.   This honorable body further acknowledges the important role that a church such as St. Paul African Methodist Episcopal church can play in the community.
