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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Fayette County law enforcement officers who have died in the line of duty.

WHEREAS, the protection and defense of its citizens, their property and inalienable rights to life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness have been demonstrated most effectively by the Fayette County law enforcement officers in their unbiased opinions of all citizens; and

WHEREAS, Fayette County is blessed with professional law enforcement officers, highly qualified men and women who, by temperament and training, are fully prepared to meet the challenge of changing social conditions; and

WHEREAS, it is fitting and proper that we give special recognition to the thirteen Fayette County law enforcement officers who have courageously and unselfishly given their lives in the line of duty; and

WHEREAS, a granite memorial with an eternal flame is being dedicated in Phoenix Park of downtown Lexington, Kentucky, on January 14, 1998, for these thirteen brave law enforcement officers;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate does hereby express its most profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of these thirteen courageous law enforcement officers who gave their lives in the line of duty, and we extend to the families of these officers our heartfelt sympathy.

Section 2.   The Senate is proud to recognize the dedication of a monument to these brave law enforcement officers in Phoenix Park of downtown Lexington, Kentucky, at 10:30 A.M. on Wednesday, January 14, 1998.

Section 3.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in loving memory and honor of these law enforcement officers who have died in the line of duty.
