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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in loving memory and honor of Joseph W. Ohr.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Joseph W. Ohr, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Joseph W. Ohr was the adored son of the late Joseph Bernard Ohr and Pauline Lundsford Ohr; he was the devoted husband of Edwina Davis Ohr; and he was the proud father of Tennye Ohr and Joedy Ohr; and

Ohr received his bachelor's degree and master's degree from the University of Kentucky, where he played baseball; he began his forty-three year teaching career in 1933 at the new Irvine High School, where he taught American History, and later he became principal there for twenty-one years, establishing a binding trust among the students and faculty; and

Ohr was a devout member of the Irvine First Christian Church; he was a member of the Irvine-Ravenna Kiwanis Club for more than fifty years with forty-five years of perfect attendance; he was a member of the Estill County 21st Century's Hall of Honor; he was a charter member of the Dawahares-Kentucky High School Athletic Association Hall of Fame; and he also served several years as the executive secretary and treasurer of the Kentucky High School Coaches Association; and

WHEREAS, the passion, dedication, intelligence, and social consciousness Joseph W. Ohr brought to his community and to the Commonwealth of Kentucky will never be forgotten, and his influence will continue through his students and his children; and

WHEREAS, all who knew and admired Joseph W. Ohr will grieve over their loss, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
