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A RESOLUTION consenting to the appointment of Bill C. Rice to the Kentucky Board of Tax Appeals.

WHEREAS, KRS 131.315 provides that the Governor, subject to the consent of the Senate, shall appoint the three members of the Kentucky Board of Tax Appeals; and

WHEREAS, Governor Paul E. Patton, by Executive Order 96-959, appointed Bill C. Rice to the Board of Tax Appeals for a term set to expire on July 16, 2000; and

WHEREAS, KRS 131.315 states that no member shall engage in any occupation or business that would be inconsistent with his duties as a member of the Board of Tax Appeals; and

WHEREAS, KRS 131.320 states that two members of the board shall be persons of a general business experience, and shall be at least 35 years of age; and

WHEREAS, the Senate finds that Bill C. Rice fulfills the requirements of KRS 131.315 and 131.320, being a person with a general business background, at least 35 years of age, and engaged in no business or occupation that would be inconsistent with his duties;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate, pursuant to KRS 131.315, does hereby consent to the appointment of Bill C. Rice to the Kentucky Board of Tax Appeals for a term set to expire July 16, 2000.
