A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of Dennis Johnson, Harrodsburg High School basketball and football star.

WHEREAS, Dennis Johnson has excelled as an athlete on the football field, winning numerous national and local awards, including: Kentucky Utilities Lineman of the Year, Cotton State Insurance Class A Lineman of the Year in Kentucky, World Famous Prep Report Player of the Year, Gatorade Circle of Champions Regional Player of the Year, USA Today's Defensive Player of the Year, Frank Camp Johnny Unitas Hall of Fame, Sports Illustrated's Player of the Year, and Kentucky's Mr. Football; and

WHEREAS, Dennis Johnson, along with his brother Derrick, who is now a scholarship student-athlete on the University of Kentucky football team, led the Harrodsburg High School team, coached by his father Alvis Johnson and supported by his proud mother Rosetta Johnson, to the Class A state finals in football in 1996; and
