With deepest respect, we pay homage and tribute to Alva Lowe.

WHEREAS, Alva Lowe was born in 1912 on the farm in Sparta where he lived his whole life until his death on January 14, 1998; and

WHEREAS, Alva Lowe was the devoted husband of Zerelda Lowe; and

WHEREAS, no language can express the power and beauty, the heroism, and greatness of a father's love, and Alva Lowe was the loving father of two sons, Hardin Lowe and Joseph Lowe; and

WHEREAS, Alva Lowe was the proud grandfather of three grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, Alva Lowe was known for his love of farming, but also for the 24 years he served on the Gallatin County Board of Education, for the 17 years he served as the county's Republican election commissioner, for being one of the original members of the Gallatin County Fair Board in the 1940s and 1950s, for being a member of the Gallatin County Farm Bureau, and for serving as a deacon in the Sparta Baptist Church for 57 years; and

WHEREAS, Alva Lowe helped his country through World War II by working day and night on farms from Glencoe to Sanders to Warsaw to raise the food United States soldiers needed to win the war; and

WHEREAS, all who knew and admired Alva Lowe will grieve over their loss, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
