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A RESOLUTION adjourning the Senate in honor of the occasion of the Sesquicentennial Celebration of the Lexington Cemetery.

WHEREAS, the Lexington Cemetery was chartered by the Kentucky General Assembly on February 5, 1848, as a not-for-profit corporation; the original cemetery, known as Boswell's Woods, began with 40 acres, and the total acreage today is 170; and

WHEREAS, the Lexington Cemetery's first burial was Robert S. Boyd on October 2, 1849, and to date, there are over 60,000 burials; and

WHEREAS, within the grounds of the Lexington Cemetery are three crematory chambers, 1,626 crypt spaces, and over 2,300 cremation niches; and

WHEREAS, the Lexington National Cemetery is located in corporate boundaries of the Lexington Cemetery, with 1,100 union veterans and more than 500 Confederate soldiers interred there; and

WHEREAS, a few of the distinguished Kentuckians buried in the Lexington Cemetery include Henry Clay, the "Great Pacificator" and orator; John C. Breckinridge, Vice President of the United States; Confederate General John Hunt Morgan; Miss Mary Desha, co-founder of the Daughters of the American Revolution; and Mary Breckinridge, founder of the Frontier Nursing Service; and

WHEREAS, the Lexington Cemetery is a renowned garden spot in Central Kentucky, and many of the plants used in the landscaping of the cemetery are propagated in its greenhouses. A profusion of blooms adorn the grounds each spring, giving way to the show of summer annuals in the cemetery gardens and culminating with the beautiful reds, yellows, and oranges of autumn; and

WHEREAS, the Lexington Cemetery is governed by a Board of Directors which is made up of nine community-minded citizens; the cemetery employs 26 people on a full time basis and an additional six to eight seasonal people;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate is indeed proud to recognize the Sesquicentennial Celebration of the Lexington Cemetery on February 5, 1998, and we do hereby join the good people of Lexington in celebration of this glorious occasion.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the occasion of the sesquicentennial celebration of the Lexington Cemetery.
