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A RESOLUTION honoring Minnie Adkins upon her receipt of the 1997 Governor's Award in the Arts.

WHEREAS, art is the expression of the dreams, hopes, and aspirations of a people; and

WHEREAS, it is proper to recognize the talent and effort that is involved in this endeavor of expression; and

WHEREAS, Minnie Adkins has been a noted Kentucky folk artist; and

WHEREAS, her carvings of roosters, tigers, opossums, bears, foxes, and her many humorous self-portraits have delighted the public-at-large and critics alike; and

WHEREAS, Minnie Adkins' work has been displayed throughout the Commonwealth and the nation, in many local, regional, and national exhibits, from Owensboro to Philadelphia; and

WHEREAS, Minnie Adkins' work has been placed in permanent collections in Los Angeles, Washington DC., and Milwaukee, as well as in many private collections; and

WHEREAS, Governor Paul E. Patton has honored Ms. Adkins as the recipient of one of only two artists receiving the 1997 Governor's Awards in the Arts;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
