WHEREAS, Tag Mabry was a devout steward of God who was a member of 10 

Edgewood Baptist Church; and  11 

WHEREAS, a pillar of the Hopkinsville community, he served on the Hopkinsville 12 

City Council for 10 years, as Mayor Pro Tem, and as chair of the Audit and Finance 13 

Committee. He was a charter member of VFW Post 1913, a member of the Christian 14 

County Historical Society and the Genealogical Society, and served on the Christian 15 

County Museum and Heart of Hopkinsville boards; and  16 

WHEREAS, Wesley "Tag" Mabry, American patriot; renowned Hopkinsville public 17 

servant; and cherished husband, father, and grandfather, departed this earthly life on 18 

December 30, 2020, leaving all those whose lives he touched in solemn mourning; and  19 

WHEREAS, Tag Mabry was preceded in death by his parents; wife, Sarah Porter 20 

Mabry; siblings, William P. Mabry and Lois Eileen Boyd; and granddaughter, Wendy 21
