Part I1: Bill Provisions and the Estimated Fiscal Impact Relating to Local
Government

HB 66 amends KRS 17.500 to add distribution of matter portraying a sexual performance
by a minor to the list of felony offenses which are labeled sex crimes.

The fiscal impact of HB 66 is expected to be minimal. The bill would result in more
offenders having to register as sex offenders, which may result in marginally more costs
associated with enforcement or cost to local jails for registrants who violate requirements
associated with their registration, such as prohibitions from residing or being present in
certain areas. The Department of Corrections was contacted for input regarding probable
costs of the bill, and this impact statement may be updated upon their reply.
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
