Part I1: Bill Provisions and the Estimated Fiscal Impact Relating to Local Government

HB 178/GA defines “psychiatric collaborative care model” as an evidence-based,
integrated behavioral health service method. The bill mandates that insurers who provide
health benefit plans covering mental health conditions must reimburse for services billed
using Current Procedural Terminology (CPT) codes, which include 99492, 99493 and
99494,

The commissioner is tasked with updating these codes as needed. Additionally, insurers
can deny reimbursement based on medical necessity, but such determinations must align
with the Paul Wellstone and Pete Domenici Mental Health Parity and Addiction Equity

Act and adhere to specific utilization review standards.

The fiscal impact of HB 178/GA is indeterminable but likely negative. There may be
additional administrative burdens on local government health plans to adjust to the
changes in billing codes and ensure compliance with the updated regulations on medical
necessity determinations. Local governments may see an increase in healthcare costs if
the mandated reimbursements lead insurers to raise premiums, which could affect
government-funded health programs and local employee benefits.
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
